Proposed By-Laws Changes 
 
 

ARTCILE VI 
 

EXECUTIVE OFFICERS  
 

1. Number.  The executive officers of the Corporation shall be the President, a Vice President, a 
Business Director and the Immediate Past President; and such subordinate officers, agents and 
employees as shall be appointed in accordance with the provisions of this article of these by-
laws.  The board shall appoint one or more Medical Advisors, who shall be a licensed physician, 
to serve as corporate officer in charge of overseeing programs relating to and otherwise advising 
the board with respect to their respective fields of expertise. One person may not hold the office 
of, and perform the duties of, any two or more offices. The board may require any officer, agent or 
employee to give security for the faithful performance of his duties. 

 
2. Election, Term of Office, Qualification.  Vice President shall be elected by general membership 

and shall each serve a one (1) year term.  The Vice President shall automatically ascend to the 
office of President and serve a one (1) year term. The Immediate Past President shall serve a 
one (1) year term.  The Business Director shall be elected by the general membership and shall 
serve three (3) consecutive years. The candidate for Vice President shall come from the sitting 
board of directors.  If there are no candidates that meet these prerequisites Vice President shall 
be elected from the general membership of the National Flight Paramedics Association.

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How to Submit For AMTC 2007 
 

Have you attended AMTC, CCTMC, or other similar venues?  Were you impressed, awed, or perhaps inspired by 
any of the speakers?  I hope the educational and lab sessions make you think – think about your practice, your 
program, and your air medical and critical care community. I also hope they evoke some contemplation.  “ What do 
I do well?”, “What do I know well?”, and “What could I share with others?” 
 
I haven’t even finished unpacking and I’m talking about next AMTC . I’m still humming blues music and looking 
for the bats at dusk, y’all.  So why I am writing to you about AMTC 2006 in Phoenix? It’s because I want you to be 
there. I want you to present at AMTC. And the submission deadline is looming!  
 
Still with me? Well in order to present, you must be selected… And in order to be selected, you must submit…. 
And in order to complete that submission, you must meet, or beat, the DECEMBER 15, 2006 deadline! 
 
To increase your chances of selection, I’ve compiled some basic tips. From the legal department, following these 
guidelines doesn’t guarantee acceptance. (Nothing guarantees acceptance!) But come selection time, these are some 
of the things we’ll be looking for. 
·  Complete the form. 

AMTC speaker submissions are electronic. Note: The system is designed so you can’t  
submit an incomplete form. It is not designed so you can’t submit incomplete or wrong answers. Make sure you 
answer the question that is asked. Answer it completely. 

·  Objectives. 
If you don’t know how to write course objectives, find help from someone who does! This is a basic tenet of 
education. If you don’t get it right, it is fair to assume you may not get some other educational tenets right. 
Formal objectives include 5 things: 
·  Who 
·  Will do what 
·  By when 
·  With what degree of accuracy 
·  As measured by what evaluation tool. 
Less formal objectives generally follow the following format:  

“By the end of this presentation participants will be able to: 
·  List… 
·  Discuss… 
·  Contrast… 
·  Integrate … into his or her air medical practice.” 

·  Spelling, grammar, and punctuation. 
We assume your submission is prepared with similar care and effort as your presentation. If you have gross 
spelling, grammar and punctuation errors on your submission, well… Spell check is not enough. When writing 
about “public” policy, leave out the “l” and the word slips right by spellcheck. 

·  Topic. 
Choose your topic wisely. Choose something you are really interested in. Muster a little passion if you can. 

Narrow your topic to one that can be introduced, discussed and summarized in 50 minutes. Make it broad enough 
that you’ll still draw an audience. Your topic should be current. 
·  Work from the theme. 

The theme for 2006 AMTC is Shaping the Future. 
·  Target the audience. 

You will be speaking to air medical professionals. In almost every case, they already have the basics: anatomy, 
oxygen masks, or IV site selection. You may review these at the beginning of your presentation-if you must- 
but move on quickly. AMTC participants attend to learn something new. Advanced clinical information is 
always better than basic. 

·  Are you an expert on your topic? 
Your credentials and experience should reflect this. Why did you choose this particular topic? continued on page  7 
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·  Are you the expert on your topic? 
When many people submit to speak on the same topic, all else being equal we look for the expert! HINT: You 
are always the expert on your own case study. If you treated the patient, did the research and related critical 
care treatment to outcome- you’re the expert! 

·  Are you an adept presenter? 
Use your submission to demonstrate that you are an accomplished speaker. At least some of your presentations 
should include material you’ve prepared yourself. 

·  To co-speak or not to co-speak, that is the question? 
Co-speakers can be a boon or an albatross. To push towards the positive, choose someone whose style 
compliments yours. First time submission? Choose a co-presenter with a great track record! A medical team 
member who really wants to speak on autorotation? Ask a pilot to co-present. 

·  How much time? 
Ask for 50 minutes. I know, the form gives you the option. Generally the committee does not. It is the rare 

orator who can keep rapt attention for more than an hour. 
·  A catchy title always helps. 

Make it short, descriptive and something that catches the eye and the imagination. 
·  Experienced speaker – give us something new! 

Are you a critical care or air medical education institution? We love you. We’d love you even more if you’d 
give us some new material to choose from. No matter how good, we rarely use the same presentations 2 years 
in a row. (The same goes for presentations from CCTMC.) 

·  Find an honest proofreader! 
Forget nice. Look for someone who knows his or her stuff. More importantly, find someone who will be 
bluntly honest. Then show them this list. Ask them to proof a hard copy of your submission.  

 
Then submit – before December 15!  If you’re not sure whether the submission went through, email AAMS to 
check.

Executive Summary – CAMTS Board Meeting – September 22-23, 2006 Phoenix, AZ 

 
The Board of Directors met in Phoenix AZ. Dr. Ralph Rogers welcomed a new Board member representing AARC – 
Mr. Steve Sittig, who is employed by Mayo Medical Transport in Rochester, MN. He is replacing Mr. Tom Cahill who 
has accepted a new job and will no longer be affiliated with a transport service. Mr. Cahill was honored along with Dr. 
Mike Brunko (who recently left the Board due to his election as President of AMPA) at the Saturday Board luncheon.  
 
Accreditation Standard revisions were approved as attached. The 2007 – 7th Edition will be posted on the website within 
a few weeks and published in hard copy by the end of November. The 7th Edition Accreditation Standards will be in 
effect January 1, 2007. The  
Board determined that programs completing PIFs for the December 2006 deadline will be evaluated under the 6th 
Edition 2004 standards. PIFs submitted in March for the July 2007 meeting must be the new PIF corresponding to the 
7th Edition 2006 standards.  
 
The budget for 2007 was presented by Mr. Dudley Smith and approved. A new fee schedule was also approved by the 
Board.  As of January 1, 2007, a flat $5000.00 base  
fee will be charged for each site visit. The program will also be responsible for travel, expenses and a $500.00 per 
surveyor per day charge. The Board created this new fee structure to ensure escalating travel costs were appropriately 
applied to the larger, more complicated programs. The new fee structure will become effective January 1, 2007. If a 
program submits a PIF by December 31, 2006, they will be billed under the previous fee structure. Programs (only those 
that are reaccrediting) submitting PIFs by March 15, 2007 will also be billed under the previous fee structure since they 
would have already budgeted for the site visit under the previous rates.  
 
Ms Karen Rogers provided a report on site surveyors and results of the internal QM process. Ms Rogers will be 
interviewing new site surveyor applicants during AMTC and by phone after the conference. The Site Surveyor Selection 
Committee will then choose 16 applicants plus 1 alternate to attend the January 12-14, 2007 training in Denver. Travel 
and expenses for each participant are supported by CAMTS. The IAFP will receive some additional exposure during 
this training as IAFP CAMTS representative, Jonathan Gryniuk has been asked to assist as an instructor. 
 
There were also some changes in policies. Accredited programs are required to report changes to CAMTS within 30 
days of a change. These changes are outlined in a policy as follows: Class I (change in personnel or business address) 
Class II (adding a base or aircraft, changing operator or ownership, for example) and Class III (changing scope of care, 
expanding into another mode of transport, merging with another service, for example). The Class II and Class III 
changes involve feedback and Board review and therefore, beginning January 1, 2007, programs reporting Class II 
changes will be billed $250.00 and programs reporting Class III changes will be billed $500.00 for processing the 
changes. Report of change forms can be downloaded from the CAMTS website.  
 
There was also a change in the policy for eligibility for accreditation. If a program does at least 12 transports in the 
previous year in any mode of transport - for example if a ground service does 12 rotorwing transports in the previous 
year - the rotorwing component must be included in the application for accreditation. Also, if a program advertises that

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they provide ground, rotorwing or fixed wing – no matter how many transports are completed - each mode of transport 
that is advertised as part of the service must be included in the accreditation application.

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Water Egress Training at AMTC 
 
The Maryland State Police Aviation Command Training Section was invited to present their aircrew Water Egress 
Training (WET) program complete with dynamic egress simulator (dunker) at the 2006 AMTC in Phoenix. This 
program has been a required training component for MSP flight crews and associate personnel for over 10 years. It 
provides a basic education in air crew safety & survival methods in the event of a water landing or ditching. It also  
provides the student with exposure to a water impact and cabin egress experience through the use a dynamic 
training simulator.  While not intended as a substitute to a comprehensive professional safety & survival school 
curriculum, the WET class provides basic fundamental survival concepts and encourages continued advanced 
training.   
 
Upon learning that the water egress program would be presented at the 2006 AMTC, members of the 
CAMTS accredited JeffSTAT aeromedical transport program operated by Thomas Jefferson University Hospital in 
Philadelphia quickly signed on for the class. Several members of the JeffSTAT team attended & successfully 
completed the program. After completion, team members were offered the opportunity to take possession of the 
WET dynamic simulator and receive on site train the trainer instruction from the MSP staff.  This would provide 
the JeffSTAT program with an in house survival training course that could be specifically adapted to their mission 
profile & operational area.  The members of the Maryland State Police Aviation Command took great  
pleasure in presenting this device and program to the JeffSTAT team.   
 
The program presented in Phoenix was so successful that an invitation has been extended to the MSP to present the

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The BCCTPC Announces 
Flight Paramedic Certification by CE Renewal 
 
 

 
In September, the BCCTPC board of directors unanimously voted to approve a proposal whereby Certified 
Flight Paramedics can renew their FP-C Certification with approved continuing education hours.  This is 
a welcome change to the almost 900 Certified Flight Paramedics across the United States and Germany.   
Under the previous requirement, Certified Flight Paramedics were required to re-test, and pass, within 
four years in order to maintain their Certification.   Presently, candidates can choose to re-test or they may 
renew their Certification under the following guidelines: 

·  CE should have a clear and direct application to the practice of flight medicine.  
·  A minimum of 100 contact hours must be submitted; 75 of the contact hours must be in the CLINICAL 

category, 16 CLINICAL hours must be from an approved FP-C prep class.  25 CE’s may be in the OTHER 
category to complete the 100 hours. However, it is acceptable to have more than 75 of the contact hours in 
the CLINICAL category.  

·  For continuing education to be eligible to use for renewal, it must have occurred during the four-year 
period of certification. For example, if the certification expires March 31, 2006, the four-year period of 
certification is from April 1, 2003 until March 31, 2006.   

·  It is recommended that CE logs and renewal applications be sent to the BCCTPC office at least three 
months and no more than six months prior to certification expiration.  

·  Renewal applications that are submitted to BCCTPC beyond the certification expiration date will not be 
accepted.  

·  Applications with incomplete information or insufficient fees will receive a notification letter. FP-C 
Renewal applications are processed according to when they are received by the BCCTPC and the 
certification expiration date.  

·  Candidates who successfully meet all program requirements will have their FP-C credential renewed for 
four years. Candidates who do not meet the FP-C renewal program requirements must register and pass the 
FP-C exam to maintain their credential.  

·  It is the responsibility of the candidate to identify the number of CLINICAL and OTHER hours of CE 
activities using the following FP-C renewal guidelines. BCCTPC will make the final determination as to 
category and acceptability of submissions.  

General guidelines, eligibility requirements and the application procedure for CE renewal are outlined on 
the BCCTPC website (www.CertifiedFlightParamedic.org).  If you have questions regarding the CE 
renewal process, please contact the BCCTPC home office at 770-979-6372. 
 
In early September the BCCTPC announced another major change, in the Certification process: 
Computer-Based Testing for the Certified Flight Paramedic Exam.  This service is offered in conjunction 
with Applied Measurement Professionals, Inc.  AMP’s Assessment Center Network (CAN) consists of 
over 150 domestic testing sites, with at least one site in every state, as well as locations in Canada, 
Mexico and overseas.  The computer-based testing (CBT) network provides candidates with an 
accessible, convenient and secure testing environment.  Exam results are available immediately after 
testing.  Candidates can register for the CBT FP-C Exam online at www.CertifiedFlightParamedic.org. 
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Gary Wingrove Receives National Recognition 
Gary Wingrove recently received two national awards for his work to raise awareness of emergency medical 
services on the legislative front and his support of rural health initiatives. Gary, who supports Gold Cross/Mayo 
Medical Transport's Government Relations & Strategic Affairs activities, was commissioned as an Honorary Flight 
Paramedic by the International Association of Flight Paramedics (IAFP) and later in the week received the 2006 
National Organization of State Offices of Rural Health (NOSORH) Recognition Award.  

Gary received the designation from the IAFP for his work to assist them in establishing their Government and 
Legislative Affairs Committee. This was the first time in the IAFP's twenty-year history that they have presented 
this award. The Honorary Flight Paramedic designation recognizes an individual that "has demonstrated 
exceptional goodwill and personal commitment to help develop and shape the future of the IAFP," according to an 
announcement from the Association.  

"Gary helped cultivate and direct our efforts to become a more effective association that represents critical care 
transport throughout the U.S.," says Jim Riley, IAFP board member. "Gary has provided the IAFP with valuable 
contacts within the EMS community and offered guidance to the Board of Directors and the Government and 
Legislative Affairs Committee," Riley added. The IAFP board presented the award to Gary at their general 
membership meeting during the Air Medical Transport Conference in Phoenix, Arizona. 

The National Organization of State Offices of Rural Health (NOSORH) also honored Gary, with their 2006 
Recognition Award during the NOSORH conference in Portland, Maine. According to the NOSORH, the intent of 
the award is to recognize individuals who have been helpful and supportive of the State Offices of Rural Health 
movement. "No individual outside of the National Organization of State Offices of Rural Health has done more to 
promote the goals of the NOSORH in the past two years than Gary," says Chris Tilden, Director, Kansas Office of 
Local and Rural Health and NOSORH member. "He is a tireless advocate for EMS and rural health. He has helped 
advance the state office of rural health movement and helped bring rural health and EMS closer together than ever 
before. "                 

Tilden cited several examples in a nomination sent on Gary's behalf that demonstrate his commitment to rural 
health initiatives, including: organizing and hosting the second annual International Roundtable on Community 
Paramedicine; leading a team of Rural EMS & Trauma Technical Assistance Center (REMSTTAC) stakeholders in 
the development of a financial "toolkit" for rural EMS service directors; chairing the National Rural Health 
Association EMS interest group; developing a series of Technical Assistance and Services Center (TASC) 
publications summarizing FLEX-funded EMS initiatives, as well as serving on the TASC Advisory Committee; 
participating on the editorial team that developed the Rural and Frontier EMS Agenda for the Future; working with 
NRHA staff to hold a briefing on Capital Hill to educate members of Congress and their staff on rural health issues; 
and spearheading a multi-state EMS data collection pilot project involving collaboration among six state rural 
health offices and state EMS offices. 

Gold Cross/Mayo Medical Transport Chief Operating Officer Paul Anderson referred to the awards as "examples of 
Gold Cross/MMT's commitment to taking care of people." He added, "we have Team Members within our 
organization who make significant contributions to emergency medical services and are leaders on a national level 
in addition to serving patients within our communities. Our Team is helping shape the future of EMS and serving 
the interests of patients and the public everywhere. These awards reflect Gary's commitment, and that of our entire 
Team, to ensuring that the needs of our patients come first."
